MANILA, capital of the Philippines, is home to 12 million people and 1.2 million vehicles.  It accounts for the biggest share  (30.8%) of the country's Gross Domestic Product (GDP).  Its diversified economy is expected to grow by an average of 5% per year the next three years. 

CEBU CITY is the second largest city and fastest growing economy in the Philippines.   The gross regional domestic product (GRDP) increased an average 5.9% from 1996 to 1998 and is expected to grow an average of 2-3% in the next 2 years.
DAVAO CITY is a sprawling metropolis of 1.2 million people located in the Southern Philippine island of Mindanao.  Southern Mindanao posted 2.4% growth in 1998 and is expected to grow at a rate of 2% for the next 2 years.
